
TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN 

There have been some news items appearing in Hindi, English and 

other Regional language newspapers regarding 44 Deemed 

Universities whose case is pending before the Hon’ble Supreme 

Court of India. The University wishes to clarify and inform all 

concerned that the Hon’ble Supreme Court had passed an interim 

order dated 11.01. 2011 in the matter of Viplav Sharma v/s Union of 

India and other WP(C) 142/06 and some directions were given to the 

Central Government as under: 

“Learned Attorney General appearing on behalf of the Union of India 
through the Ministry of Human Resource and Development, on 
instructions, submitted as under: 

 
 (1)  In relation to the 44 institutions which have been dealt with in 

Annexure VII(d) of the Report of the committee for Review of 
Existing Institutions Deemed to be Universities, the Central 
Government will  issue individual notices to each institution 
drawing its attention to the deficiencies and calling for an 
explanation and response. It is clarified that the institutions 
shall be entitled to not only give a reply on the deficiencies but 
to make a representation as to the status vis-a-vis the 
deficiencies. 

 
  (2)  Thereafter, each of the institutions will be separately heard. 

After hearing each individual institution, the Central 
Government will pass separate reasoned report in this behalf in 
relation to each institution and place a comprehensive report 
before this Court. 

 
We direct that notices be issued by the Union of India within two 
weeks from today and reply to the notices be filed within two weeks 
thereafter. Let there be no default by any institution in this behalf. 

 
The learned Attorney General for India would submit a 
comprehensive report to this Court on or before 25th of April, 2011, 
with an advance copy thereof to the learned counsel appearing for the 
institutions. 

 
 Let this matter be listed on 3rd May, 2011 as part-heard.” (Appx-1) 



 
 
In compliance thereof the Central Government communicated 

indicated by the Expert Committee and constituted a Committee 

consisting of 3 Officers and also set procedure vide order dated        

9th February, 2011 (Appx-2) . 

The universities sent their replies on the deficiencies communicated 

by the Government which were sent to the same Committee of 

Experts (commonly known as Tandon Committee) for comments. 

Again the universities were communicated the comments 

(deficiencies) to the universities as indicated by Committee of 

Experts. The universities submitted answer / representations to the 

Government and were given individual hearings also. Meanwhile it 

was requested from government side that some more time is needed 

to prepare reasoned reports in respect of each of the deemed 

universities. After hearing the Hon’ble Supreme Court passed 

following order in the matter on 24.08.2011: 

“Learned Additional Solicitor General appearing for the Union of 
India submits that hearing has already been given to 43 institutions 
out of 44 institutions. She further submits that the Union of India need 
some time to prepare the reports and submit to this Court. Let the 
report be prepared and submitted to this Court after giving advance 
copies of the report to the   learned counsel for the concerned 
institutions on or before 17th October, 2011. 
 
Objections to the report, if any, be filed within two weeks and 
rejoinder thereto, if any, be filed within two weeks thereafter. 
 
Learned Additional Solicitor General submits that so far as Jain 
University at Bangalore is concerned, hearing would be given to the 
said University either on 5th or 6th September, 2011. 
 
List these matters for final disposal on 22nd November, 2011. 
 
Interim orders granted by this Court to continue till the next date of 
hearing.” (Appx-3) 
 



Now reports have been submitted before the Supreme Court based 

on the conclusions of Committee of Officers. The deemed universities 

are in process of finalizing their objection to the said report. After filing 

objections by the universities, the Central Government would like to 

file a rejoinder perhaps in individual case which may take some more 

time.
